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The education system that serves Hillsboro ranges from pre-schools for very young children, through
workforce training and associate degrees for adults, with major colleges and universities within an hour’s
drive.

Based in Hillsboro, Hill College is the community college serving Hill County and the surrounding

region. Established in 1921 and enrolling its first students in 1923, it also has campuses in Burleson,
Cleburne, Clifton, Glen Rose, and soon to be in Meridian. The 2009 Fall Semester total enrollment was
4,307, which is a 16% increase in enrollment in comparison to Fall 2008.

Hill College offers a variety of off-campus classes via satellite through the area high schools, and internet
accessible classes and coursework. Within the total enrollment, 524 students are enrolled in internet
courses only.
